CPIN regional team did training on Social Emotional domain on Nov. 3 at TCOE.
CARES 2008-09: We have been refunded for another year for a $12,000 program for 2008-09 as follows: $8,000 from First 5 Trinity + $4,000 from First 5 CA. Sally reported we do not have as many participants as last year, but we do have a few new people, which is encouraging for the future workforce.
AB 212  ($10,000 annually) for professional development of qualified CDE-CDD funded staff. We use this as companion funding for CARES.  Our county is a minimum allocation county for AB 212. We have not yet received a contract from the State, although we were told they were to be mailed in October. The future of AB 212 is also uncertain.
Preschool Consortium: Houghton-Mifflin refresher training was held at TCOE on October 6 for center-based PreK staff. The Consortium hosted CPIN presenting on Social Emotional on November 3; the annual K-Transition and backpack meeting will be held on March 3; and CPIN is scheduled to present again on May 4th.

LPC meetings dates: the remaining LPC meeting dates for 2008-09 are: January 13, March 10, and May 12.

CPIN Region 2 Network Meetings @ Tehama CDE: December 3, January 7, January 14, March 18, and May 6th.

CCCCA (CA Child Care Coordinator’s Association) 2008 Annual Conference: was held October 22-24.  Sally attended for Trinity County. She especially enjoyed the presentation on the Outdoor Classroom and recommends the book, Last Child in the Woods: Saving Our Children from Nature Deficit Disorder by Richard Louv.
The state is trying to standardize how a county’s priorities are established and we will no longer be able list all or most zip codes as first priority.

	Membership: We have one vacancy for a Consumer of child care (parent using child care). This vacancy was advertised in the Trinity Journal this week. There were no nominations. 
CEL: David Crummey explained what the CEL is and that we now have children/families on a Centralized Eligibility List for child care. He feels it is important to define the list, as it is based on eligibility, and that placement is based on eligibility ranking, not necessarily the order in which people applied. HRN is the agency in Trinity County that is managing the CEL; it is mandated for state-funded programs and in some counties Head Start also uses it. For the past seven years, we have not had children on a waiting list. Why has this happened? Because of under-earning of slots, the state has swept $30,000 AP funds, thus decreasing our slots, and now our usage is up this year. The current impact is to subsidized child care slots, and could potentially impact WPNS. We do not have funding for non-CALWorks.  Vi asked David what will happen if a child is placed and then a more qualified child comes in, what will then happen to a child’s placement. For instance, if a child turns 19 months, will they then lose their infant slot? David reminded that they do not transport for state PreK so transportation can sometimes be a determining factor. This is currently impacting 22 families in Trinity County.
School Readiness Program: First 5 CA has announced that it will cease all of its matching programs, including School Readiness, by June 30, 2011. Trinity County has a School Readiness matching grant that will expire at that time. There are currently 104 children being served at 8 sites in Trinity County: Burnt Ranch, Coffee Creek, Cox Bar, Hayfork, Hyampom, Hoaglin-Zenia and Van Duzen. In addition, the School Readiness program offers the Libros y Mas literacy program and does K transition activities, including the Backpack Project in conjunction with the LPC. It is possible that the local First Five Commission could chose to continue to fund School Readiness with local First 5 funds to the extent possible, but we will not be able to pull down the state match of $100,000 per year or the coordination funds of $25,000 per year.
Training Plan Binder: When the committee did our site review, we read in Ed Code that we are supposed to have a Training Plan, so we developed the Training Plan binder which contains Trinity County Local Child Care Planning Council information including  our Action Plan, budget, by-laws, contracts and reporting schedules for LPC and AB 212, pertinent CA Education Code, meeting procedures as well as agendas and minutes, membership, mission statement, needs assessment, reports, and website and contact info.

2008-09 Schedule of Events: a current schedule of the early care and education trainings, classes and events is included in today’s agenda packet and may be found on the LPC webpage at www.tcoek12.org/ece . If you know of any events to be added to the schedule, contact Sally at TCOE.
Kinder Camp at WES: Sally asked how to proceed with this possibility, and it was suggested to agendize for the December 8th First 5 Commission meeting, and then proceed quickly with an Executive Committee meeting with Roz after approval of using the $11,405 carry over and state match for a PreK summer program at WES, as was discussed in September.
Quality Child Care—QRIS: Sally presented a summary of a Rand research study on quality systems now in place in five states, including a summary of recommendations. In CA, the legislature recently approved a commission to develop quality recommendations for CA, and there is talk that in the future funding levels may be tied to quality ratings.
David also pointed out that there is also newly approved legislation that will consolidate state preschool programs; we will host a telecast here at TCOE on December 1 to find out if and how this will affect us here in Trinity County; contact Sally or David if you are interested in attending. 
Week of the Young Child will be April 19-25, 2009. Sally asked what activities we could plan? This will be agendized for the meeting on January 13th, and we will invite representatives from the child care providers’ associations; agendize early in meeting so Debra Chapman can attend as she will represent First 5 Trinity and Child Abuse Prevention Council. 
David said that he has been in contact with Debbie Wilson of S’Cool Moves and she may be willing to give us a Trinity County discount if we would like her to come up and do a PreK S’Cool Moves training. Everyone encouraged him to pursue it and report back in January.

2009 CAEYC Conference: We would like to encourage those who want to attend to apply to CCAEYC for scholarships first (the application is due before Jan. 1); and then to submit request with itemized budget to LPC by January 7th to be included in the agenda packet for the January 13th LPC meeting.
