	Executive Committee: Kinder Camp budget for summers 2009 and 2010 were presented to Trinity First 5 Commission on December 8 and use of the School Readiness carryover funds was approved; the Executive Committee met today and established priorities: 1) children with no PreK experience, 2) teacher/provider recommendation; 3) parent request with valid reasons. Proposed dates are July 13 – August 7th. This will be our pilot project this summer, contingent on First 5 funding. CARES 2008-09: We have been refunded for another year for a $12,000 program for 2008-09 as follows: $8,000 from First 5 Trinity + $4,000 from First 5 CA. Sally reported we have not made any incentive payments YTD.
AB 212  ($10,000 annually) for professional development of qualified CDE-CDD funded staff. We use this as companion funding for CARES.  Helen asked and Sally replied that this is a use-it-or-lose-it pot of money, and we may or may not receive it in the future.

	A.  Membership: 
1. Certification of Membership: We have an annual requirement to have the County Board of Supervisors certify the membership of the LPC. This was done at the BOS on December 16, 2008; and returned to us for our approval prior to sending it to the state no later than January 20, 2009. 

2. We have one vacancy--for a Consumer of child care (parent using child care). This vacancy was advertised in the Trinity Journal in November. There were no nominations.

Sally will prepay registration costs; mileage will be reimbursed at .55/mile for 440 miles roundtrip; and those attending must submit receipts for lodging, meals (not to exceed $38/day) and parking to Sally after the conference to be reimbursed.
