EpiPen Administration Procedure


Students may feel heart pounding.  This is normal.

NOTE: If the reaction is a result of bee, wasp, or other sting, remove stinger ASAP, after administering EpiPen.  Remove stinger quickly with fingernail.  Do NOT push, pinch, or squeeze, or further embed the stinger into the skin.  This cause more venom to be injected into the child.  Apply covered ice pack to sting area. 

a. Cover student with blanket, to maintain body temperature. 

b. If at any time breathing stops, INITIATE CPR IMMEDIATELY.

c. If trained, take vital signs.  Call physician listed on Health History Form. 

d. When Paramedics arrive on the scene, state factually the incident and time the EpiPen was administered. 
e. If parents are unavailable, school personnel should accompany the child to the hospital.

Jab the BLACK TIP into the outer mid thigh (can be over the clothing.





Push HARD until you hear a click.
