Scoliosis Screening Permission
Dear Parent,

Adolescent Scoliosis is a condition characterized by an abnormal S-shaped curve of the spine occurring most frequently in girls during their period of rapid growth.  Boys can also have Scoliosis during the same growth period. If this condition is detected early, corrective measures can be taken so that permanent back deformity and disability can be prevented. 

Within recent years, a simple thirty-second test has been developed to detect the presence of Scoliosis.  The child removes their shirt or blouse and the examiner (school nurse) then looks at the child’s spine from the sides and the back when the child is bent over at the waist.  It is possible from this short examination to tell whether or not the start of a Scoliosis condition may exist.  

All children will be examined with respect for their privacy.  

The State law mandates that 7th grade girls and 8th grade boys receive this examination. 

During the months of April and May, the Trinity County School nurses will be conducting Scoliosis screenings for the 7th grade girls and 8th grade boys and will recheck as necessary to follow up on students who have minimal symptoms.
