As your son/daughter, _____________________________________ is preparing to finish their high school career and begin the next chapter in their life it is important to evaluate their current health and immunization status.   Cal-State and UC campus have some specific immunization requirements for entry.  I have recently reviewed the immunization records on file for your son/daughter and would recommend the following:

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Tdap – tetanus, diphtheria, pertussis booster.  Our records indicate last dose ______________.
The Tdap will help provide protection against whooping cough 
 FORMCHECKBOX 

Hepatitis B – protects against Hepatitis B virus, which is a bloodborne pathogen.   Your record may be missing one or more doses.  Three doses are required for Cal-State or UC campuses.
 FORMCHECKBOX 

Hepatitis A –protects against the foodborne type of hepatitis.  This is an oral/fecal transmission and highly recommended for travel and those living in California.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

MMR Vaccine – Protects against measles, mumps and rubella.  A minimum of two doses is required for entrance to a Cal-State or UC campus.
 FORMCHECKBOX 

Meningococcal Vaccine – protects against spinal meningitis caused by four different types of invasive bacteria.  This vaccine is highly recommended for college students living in dorms.
 FORMCHECKBOX 

Varicella (Chickenpox) Vaccine – If your student has never had this disease or vaccine it is highly recommended.  Having the disease beyond childhood results in greater complications.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

HPV Vaccine (human papalomavirus) – protects against 2 types of HPV virus that cause 70% of cervical cancers.
These immunizations may available from your primary health care provider and are provided free of charge for students under the age 18 years 11 months from the Trinity County Health Department.
