6.1 Review CAC budget considerations

Members reviewed the CAC 2007-2008 Needs Identification List generated at the sub-committee meeting.  Listed are some of the tentative decisions reached about the CAC budget process:
· The SELPA will provide an accounting of actual costs for printing and mailing of CAC brochures, flyers, announcements and other forms of public outreach.  

· The SELPA will provide an estimate of the staff time spent on special projects beyond routine administrative responsibilities.  

· The SELPA is establishing a means for parents to access a lending library of parent information and training materials.  

· CAC members may place requests on the CAC agenda to add certain magazine subscriptions or other publications to the lending library as long as they relate to parent information and education and are approved for purchase by the CAC.  The SELPA will provide periodic updates on which information is accessed.
· The SELPA will provide flip charts, markers, paper, binders and art supplies if needed to facilitate parent trainings and if requested in a timely manner.  

· Parents will be responsible for childcare at meetings and may seek support from Far Northern or HRN.  

· The SELPA will provide mileage reimbursement for each regularly scheduled CAC meeting attended if the attendee had to travel more than 10 miles one way to attend.  The attendee will complete a mileage reimbursement request form at the end of the meeting.
· The SELPA will provide mileage reimbursement for one parent training or CAC sub-committee meeting per month if the attendee had to travel more than 10 miles one way to attend.  The attendee will complete a mileage reimbursement request form at the end of the meeting. 

· The SELPA will provide a $10.00 meeting allowance for attending CAC meetings.  The attendee will complete a form requesting the allowance at the end of the meeting.   

· There was discussion about any allowance or reimbursement checks being handed out in person at the next CAC meeting, however that is not considered good business practice.  The SELPA would agree to mail out the checks after the meetings.

· The CAC members need to clarify who would be eligible to receive such checks.
